74) Egyptian hieroglyphics were a pictographic
script, primarily used on monuments and for
religious texts. The Egyptians continued to use
simplified forms of hieroglyphics in their daily
lives until the time of the early Christians,
when they switched to writing the Egyptian
language with the Greek alphabet. ---- Then, in
1799, a French military officer, who had come
to Egypt as part of Napoleon's expedition,
discovered the Rosetta Stone. On this
monument from the 2" century BC, he found a
text written in both hieroglyphics and Greek.
With this new evidence, philologists finally
deciphered hieroglyphics in 1822.
